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STAY
Command: SIT = do not move!  

Tell your dog to sit and go to the end of your leash. Your goal this week is to introduce external distractions. Try some (all?) of the following...

· Knock on the wall

· Bounce a ball

· Squeak a toy

· Let someone else talk to your dog
· Let someone else offer him a treat

· No matter what you do, your dog should not move, and he should keep his eyes on you! If he moves, try to determine whether he is trying or not, then respond appropriately.

COME, continued
Let your dog wander around dragging his six-foot leash. When he is distracted, call him to you. If he does not come, go pick up the end of the leash; give a pop on the leash and back up to the location you were standing when you called him.  You have almost completed the steps necessary to teach this dog to come without a leash. Hang in there! It is important that he becomes convinced that you will always make him come to you.
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WALKING NEXT TO YOU ON A LOOSE LEASH

Take your dog for a walk, requiring that he stay on one side of you.  Hold the leash approximately 2 feet from the clasp, thus requiring that he stay close to you.  

Homework: Take your dog for a walk, requiring him to stay closer to you during some of the outing.  When you return to your yard, drop your leash and practice come.  Try some sit and down stays around the house and in the yard.  
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
