Notes to Beginners: Lesson One
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1.
The more time you spend practicing, the better your dog will be. Short (10 - 15 minute) sessions, two or three times a day, will be most effective.  Get everyone in the family involved.  You can all take a turn training your dog.  
2.
If you miss a class, please call. We will review the lesson with you and make sure that you get a lesson plan.

3.
It is best to wait to feed your dog his dinner after you get home from class.  
4.
It is in your best interest to use a monthly flea control system to control parasite, especially when you are attending classes and exposed to so many other dogs.

Next week you will need:


1.  A collar


2.  4-6 foot leather or nylon leash

  
3. 15-20 foot long line
